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What is the project about?
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	I want to find out about how bad events can change the lives of people with learning disabilities
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	Bad events could be:
· People being nasty to you 
· People hurting you
· People forcing you to do things you did not want to do
· Seeing something awful
· Losing someone or something close to you
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	These bad events may have made you feel sad, scared, or angry.

Why do you want me to take part?

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	If you have to travel a long way, then we can talk online instead
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	The interview will last about an hour

	
What will you ask me?
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	I will ask you about how your life was before the bad event. 
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	I will then ask you how your life is now and whether you think your life has changed

	
Will I be recorded?
